o Licensure Requirements: K 12 Minor Education candidates must complete I8 hours of undergraduate education coursework as well as I5 hours of
graduate coursework. The TN Job Embedded Practitioner’s License may be received upon completion of the Bachelor's degree and K 12 Education
Minor.

o Teacher Education Program (TEP): K 12 Minor candidates must apply for admission to TEP in March before beginning their graduate coursework in the
Fall semester and fulfill all TEP requirements. TEP Admissions Application will open from March I March I5 for all K 12 minor candidates. Candidates
must have a 2.75 undergraduate GPA to be admitted to TEP. Once candidates are admitted to TEP, they must maintain a 3.0 graduate GPA on all
graduate coursework. Contact TEP Admissions Coordinator, Ms. Mary Lanier, at mlanier@memphis.edu for questions about the TEP Admissions Process.

o Licensure Exams: *Effective June 2023, candidates with undergraduate degrees in History, English, Science, Math, and World Languages are not
required to pass Praxis Il Content exams to be licensed to teach in Tennessee.*

o edTPA: All candidates obtaining a TN Teaching License must complete The Professional Seminar (ICL 7993). The edTPA is not necessary if teaching on a
current Job Embedded license.
